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Experiencing the life of Aussie for three weeks during my
summer vacation in the Gold Coast, I am deeply in love with
the spectacular scenery and the enthusiasm of the Australians.
Waking up in a nice morning with the breathtaking sunrise,
going out for a walk, indulging myself in the refreshing air
and listening to the music of the nature — this is the relaxing
Australian lifestyle which everyone dreams of.

To recall my memories in the Gold Coast, the most
unforgettable part was studying in All Saints Anglican
School. Not only was I amazed by the stunning views and
the resources for various kinds of learning there, I was also
impressed by the enthusiasm and the kindness their students
displayed. The way they respond in class is so different from
us. They enjoy learning. They are truly active learners. I
studied with a year 12 girl, Stella. She was so nice that she
shared many things about Australia with me. I remember
that when we had Queensland Core Skills (QCS) lesson, all
students paid full attention. Everyone asked questions and
responded to teachers’ questions. I was amazed by their active
learning attitude. They tried their best to strive for excellence
and learnt as much as they could. I also realized that their
homework was mostly about creativity. For example, they
were asked to write a long story using the Shakespearean
language. Every All Saints student brought their laptops to
school to do their work in class and during their free time. I
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was impressed by how creative and hardworking they were.
Unlike Australian students, we, Hong Kong students only
know how to tackle examination questions. Creativity is what
we lack and what we should develop.

Australia is a multi-cultural society. People from different
countries study together. My host dad was born in London and
my host mom was born in Sydney. Cultural differences did
exist among us, yet we all knew how to respect one another
and learnt to appreciate one another’s opinions. I think this is
the key for communication and relationship. Another thing I
learnt in Queensland was that Australians are more connected
to nature than electronic gadgets. They love animals and the
environment. They don’t care about the Internet as much as
we do. All they want is to capture the beautiful moments in
life with their love.

I am delighted to have had a taste of how Australians live
and study. The journey tells me that excellence is not only
about how good your exam results are, but also your attitude
and willingness to learn. It is always good for you to achieve
more and strive for excellence in various aspects. Action is
eloquence. A person who just talks the talk but not actually
walks the talk can never succeed. Open your eyes to the world
and appreciate what nature tells you. It may be inspiring. It
may also be nothing. The difference lies in your willingness
to explore the world.

I have been in the English debate team for two years.
In other words, I have witnessed the growth of our team in
these two years, especially thanks to those rough days when
we were being ‘tortured’ by the preparation work prior to the
Singtao Debating Competition. Notwithstanding what was
said, had it not been for this experience, I would not have
made impressive strides towards a great debater.

Until now, a vivid memory of one of the matches has often
recurred in my mind. That was a match about the Shanghai-
Hong Kong Stock Connect Program. We had to expose
ourselves to different kinds of news stories and articles,
ranging from current affairs, financial news, and international
issues to expository articles written by professionals and
analysts. Due to an avalanche of sophisticated documents
we had gone through, our team had an edge over our dearest
and talented opponents. What spiced up our match was that
we even got the latest statistics on the day before the match
took place, a piece of supporting evidence which swamped
the other side and surprised the adjudicators. By virtue of
the crossing swords in this match, I understand that doing
thorough research is the prerequisite to success. We should
always prepare any materials we deem necessary even though
they are difficult to be found. This can also polish our English
reading skills as there is an array of articles written in English
on the Internet.

By no means is acquiring an award of second runner-up
in Singtao Debate Competition an easy task. We have gone
through a myriad of challenges throughout the whole year,
not to mention we lost in the very preliminary stage in the
previous year. In the semi-final match, we were required to
have a free debate against those experienced debaters of Heep
Yunn School. I literally became a coward as I understood that
we must be at a disadvantage. The only way out was to know
full well what the regulations are and the most importantly,
PRACTISE. We spared no pains especially in the free
debate session and all of us put our heads together to study
the motion meticulously lest we might miss any chances
to win an advantage over the opposition side. Although we
prepared multitudinous information, I still cast doubt on my
abilities when confronting this challenging ‘mission’. On
stage, | stuttered a lot upon delivering my speech, but I have
developed shrewdness to make spot-on rebuttals after the free
debate.

Initially, UNICEF Young Envoys meant no more than
a free trip to Yunnan for me. Why did I make the decision
to join this program? To expand my interpersonal network?
To donate money to UNICEF? To help the poor children?
Frankly speaking, I joined this program simply because I
wanted to go to Yunnan in the summer vacation.

Fortunately, I got through the two interviews and I was
selected to be the UNICEF Young Envoy. Following my plan,
I just had to attend the workshops on time every week and
earn enough attendance. I needed not to be very active but
to show up every Saturday. Then, I could have a chance to
go to Yunnan in July. This plan seemed flawless but life was
undoubtedly unpredictable. What I have gained in these 9
months are unanticipated and these experiences have inspired
me pretty much.

I had the first lesson when I was doing my school project
aiming at advocating children rights in the school. I am truly
not a creative person so I had to spend much time thinking of
some interesting activities which could meet my targets. The
activities were held in May while we were facing our second-
term test. As the things went so fast, I had limited time to
study for the tests and to prepare for the game booth, display
board and video. That’s the darkest time I have ever had
throughout my whole secondary school life but what I have
gained is much more than what I have expected. In order to
strike a balance between studies and school project, I had to
manage and use the time very well so that I could handle both
of the jobs. This problem I have encountered allows me to
acquire the time-management skill that is useful in the future.

Usually we only learn in our school but do not have many
chances to carry out something practically. This was the first

time that I organized an event on my own without many help
from my teachers. This forced me to be more comprehensive
and all-rounded when I was planning and thinking and it was
also an excellent experience for me to put knowledge into
practice.

However, what inspired me the most is what I saw in
the field visit in Yunnan. On the third day, I had a visit to a
kindergarten. This kindergarten was small and dirty. There
were always many flying flies. The facilities were old and
tattered. How would you feel if you were the kids? Yet, what
I could see from their face was happiness and joy. They felt
pleased even though they did not have much. I was totally
inspired by them. In Hong Kong, we feel sad because we do
not have enough money. We feel unsatisfied because we do
not have the newest smart phone. Our eyes and brain are fully
blinded by the materialism. But there are many things that
are much more fundamental and meaningful than the material
comfort. Pursuing happiness of contentment is what we have
to do. We have to be grateful because we have already had
much. We get things too easy and we do not cherish what we
have. “Do not take everything for granted”. After seeing the
poor life of the local people, I will always bear this quote in
mind and cherish what I have now. No matter how difficult
it is, I will endeavour and to try my utmost to offer children
support and help.

After these 9 months, when I look back, what does Young
Envoys mean to me? UNICEF Young Envoys is, indeed, a
place for me and all participants to learn from each other, to
learn from the children and to learn from the failures we have
encountered.
